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VLT Update~As this report is being prepared to meet a publishing deadline, the Ohio Har-
ness Horsemen’s Association and Ohio H.B.P.A. (Thoroughbred Horsemen) are still in dis-
cussions with Ohio racetrack operators over the revenue that would go to the horse racing 
industry and several other ancillary issues including racing dates. No final agreements have 
been reached at this time. 

   The state has awarded the contract to build the central computer system, 
to link all the racetrack VLT’s together, to Intralot who currently provides the 
computer system service to The Ohio Lottery Commission. The construction of 
the central computer system is expected to be completed no later than Feb. 1, 2012.

   Governor John Kasich issued an executive order for emergency rules to allow the Ohio 
Lottery Commission and Ohio State Racing Commission to begin the process for opera-
tion of VLT’s and possible movement of racetracks.  The Ohio State Racing Commission 
issued a draft of the emergency rules during the regular monthly meeting on October 20th.  
A hearing on the emergency rules will be held during the next OSRC meeting on November 
21st.  We will keep you updated on any  additional information as it becomes available on 
the OHHA website www.ohha.com.

		  2012 Racing Dates
The Ohio State Racing Commission approved a sched-
ule of 694 live racing days in 2012 during its monthly 
meeting in Columbus. The state’s seven commercial 
racetracks will have 12 fewer days than the 706 sched-
uled this year.  Two racetracks announced agreements 
with horsemen’s representatives to increase the num-
ber of days originally applied for by the Aug. 15 deadline.  
Thistledown had its revised request for 122 days, an in-
crease of 31 days, approved.  Raceway Park added two 
live days to reach 40 for 2012.
    Each racetrack is required by Ohio law to schedule a 
minimum amount of live days based on how many dates 
were raced there in 1991.  If a racetrack does not fulfill 
this requirement and does not obtain an agreement to 
the scheduling of fewer dates from horsemen, the race-
track would lose the right to simulcast races during the 
following year (2013).
    Two tracks did exceed their minimums—Beulah Park 
(114 days) and Northfield Park (182 days).  Three har-
ness tracks have signed agreements with the OHHA. 
Two thoroughbred tracks, River Downs and Thistledown, 
are expected to sign agreements with the HBPA.  Above 
are starting and ending dates for each racetrack and the 
number of dates approved by the commission.
   Details: Lebanon Raceway includes Miami Valley Trot-
ting Club (28 days), Jan 6 & 7, Feb 17,18, 24 & 25, March 
& April (all Fridays & Saturdays), May 4, 5 & 18, June 9 
and  Lebanon Trotting Club (24 days), Sept. 21, 22, 28 & 
29, Oct. & Nov. (all Fridays and Saturdays), and Dec 1, 7, 
8 (52 total days). Northfield Park races 210 days, plus the 
Summit County Fair (July 28). Raceway Park races 40 
days (Saturdays and Sundays) April 21-Sept 2. Scioto
